Overall:

Compared with previous surveys we have conducted, this survey showed similar results in
terms of smooth class participation and satisfaction rates, suggesting that most classes were
smoothly conducted with good quality. Through the results of these surveys, we can see that
sharing issues raised by students and collecting and distributing the expertise of teachers
has lead to the steady improvement of online lessons.

We also saw that respondents who had participated in hybrid lessons (dual online and
in-person lessons which were started during the second term) were largely satisfied with
their lessons. Because we were able to collect the opinions of students who participated in
these lessons on-campus and online, we will be able to use them as a reference and
continue collecting information to improve hybrid lessons.

We were also able to collect information about students’ views on the ideal format for
classes. The format for next year’s lessons will largely be determined by the rate of novel
Coronavirus infections and societal conditions, but no matter the format, we will continue to
strive to provide the best quality education possible for our students.
