Result: More than 60% of students answered that they feel anxious about future online classes.
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Results: Most students answered that they were able to participate in their week one online classes without issue, and satisfaction level was relatively high
overall. Students had relatively few issues with internet connection, while a higher number of issues were reported for the teacher’s side. This is an area to
keep an eye on moving forward. Although many students are looking forward to future online classes, many are also feeling anxiety towards them. We will
continue to improve the quality of online classes and provide a more comfortable learning environment for the students.
